In 1953, a format was introduc-
ed which shouid prove beneficial over o per.od of years. It is foiiowed
very closely .n this report.

Must data for a county or city are together in one table. Count.es
and citlies are in alphabetical sequence. No data are shown for health
reg.ons. However, certain data are tabulated by reg_ons, and are availl-
able on request. Detalled state data are included for the current year
as well as several historical series dating back to 1924,

Most tabuiations are based on births, deaths, fetal deaths, marri-
ages «nd divorces recorded in the Divisim of Vital Statistics and known
births and deaths of G_.oigia residents which occurred in other states.
Uniess specifically stated otherw.se, all data on births, deaths, and
fetal deaths are allocated to place of residence. Marr.ages are tabu-
lated by place of iss.ance of l.censes and divorces by place in which
the d.vorce was granted.

Populaton estimates and number of physicians by co nty are in-
cluded 1n separate tables at the end of the report.

SOME FACTORS INFLUENCING VITAL STATISTICS

Completeness of Registration

Completeness of reg.strat.on varies from county to county. In some
-nstances this accounts for differences in rates which can readily result
-n misinterpretations of heaith stat.st.ics.

In 940 and 1950 birth registration compreteness tests were compieted
for each state in connection with the Census of Population Reports. Resuits
Tfrom these tests indicated improvement _n birth registration for virtually
every state during the ten year period. The 1950 test showed Georgia's
b.rth registration to be 94°6% compiete. This was an .ncrease of L3=3%
over the 19LO figire of 8iv3%v For details concerning birth registration
completeness by race, place of delivery, and attendant in 1940 and 1950
The reader .s referred to Vital Statistics, Georgia, 1953, pp. x, 1.

Estimates of completeness of birth registration are shown below for
19k0-1954.  Figures for i941-1949 are interpo.ations of the results ob-
tained from the birth registration tests of 1940 and 1950. Percentage
completeness of registrat.on by race and place of del.very in 1950 was
appl_ed to recorded births to obtain est.mates for 1951-1954., The estu.-
mated increase since 1950 -s due entirely to the _ncrease in the propor -
tion of births delivered in hosp-tals.

Completeness oif regirstration for other vital events have not been
g.ven as much study as b.rth regustration. However, our experiences 1n
working with the statistics concerning these events do :nd.cate charac-
ter.stics about the yuality of reporting.

It 1s felt that, .n general, death registration is more complete
than birth registration. Completeness of registration is probably poor-
est for infants who die soon after birth.

Stilibirths probably are grossly underreported in Georgia. More
attention is being focused on the relationsh.p of lute fetal and eary
infant deaths, and adeqguate analys:s requ.res good reporting.

Ail county ordinaries report marriages to the Division of Vital
Statistics. Completeness of reporting .s believed to be good.

Divorces are underreported in Georgra because several counties, in-
cluding some oi the most populous, never report any divorces to the Divi-
gsion of Vital Statistics.

Accuracy and Completeness of Reporting Items on Certificates

It 18 very important that ali items on a certificate be answered
accurately and completely.
However, answers to specif.c guestions are sometimes omitted. This
,

results .n another "unknown' which cannot be interpreted in analys.s of the
data.
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One of the most serious problems in birth and death registration is data
on urban and rural rés.dences. When a residence 1s outside the corporate
1imits of a city and the c.ty is shown as the address, the residence is classi-
f.ed as urban unless the person completing the certif.cate indicates that the
residence is outside of the city. This results in over-allocat.on of events
to urban areas with an under-aiiocation to rural areas. This should be con-
srdered in analyzing rural and urban differences.

Changes in Classification of Causes of Death

A major change in classifying causes of death was made in 1950 with the
adoption of the sixth revision of the International Statistical Ciassification
of Diseasecs, Injur.es and Couses of Death. Under the f.fth rev.s.on an
arbrtrary method of selecting the primary cause of death was used when more
than one cause of death was shown on the certificate, Now, the physician is
asked to state the seguence of events which resulted in death, giving the
underiying cause last and the other significant conditions .n a separate sec-
tion of the certificate. This medical certification, with few except.ons,
determines the classification of the underiying cause under the sixth revision.

In order to compare specific death rates since 1949 with those in 1949
Oor prior years, i1t was necessary to determine comparability ratios for each
disease to use in adjust.ng the rates for 1940-1949., The comparability ratio
is the ratioc of the number of deaths assigned to a cause under the "Sixth"
revision to the number assigned to the same cause under the "Fifth" revision.
Comparabiiity ratios used in adjusting the rates for some of the teading causes
of death, as well as adjusted rates for 1940-1949, can be found i1n Vital
Statistics, Georgia, 1953, Tablies 4 and 12, pages xiii and xxv. Comparab.lity
rat.os and adjusted rates for other diseases are availabie on request.

Changes in the quaiity of medical certification have aiso resulted in
improved mortality statist.cs. One indication of improvement 1s the decliine
in the per cent of deaths attributed to ill-defined and unknown causes. TIn
195k, onuy 1.4% of the totar deaths were in this category as compared with
2h9% in 1945. This does not necessarily imply that the guaiity of information
1s any better, but that more certificates do have classifiable dato on cause
of death. :

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Soc.o-economic Status

The socio-economic status of a population effects vital statistics
rates in varlious ways.

Georgia's population 1s younger and includes a larger proportion of
nonwhites than the United States as a whole. The average number of years
of school completed and per capita incomes in Georgia have been lower than
United States figures for many years.

Population, Race and A.e Trends

From 1900-1950 Georgia's white population has increased lOlv5% while
the nonwhite population increase has amounted to onLy 2.8%. As th:is in-
crease has taken place there has naturally been a change in white - non-
white ratio of the states’ population. In 1950 Georgia's population was
69.1% white, as compared to 53.2% in 1900,

Most of G.orgia's growtu in the 50 year span has been in the urban
areas. In 1900 her population was only 15.6% urban, by 1950 the population
vas U5.3% urban.

The proportion of Georgia's population in the various age groups has
varied in census counts since 1900. Percentage-wise, G.orgia's 5-14 and
i5-2h year age gro.ps have been decreasing while all age groups over 25
years have been steadily increasing. The under 5 year age group had been
decreasing also, until 1950 when the trend was reversed. The population
65 years and oider increased from 3.1% of the total in 1900 to 6.4% in
1950. These general age trends have been characteristic of both the white
and nonwhite population although the rate of change has been more rapid
for the white population.

One of the factors in Georgia's population growth i1s natural increase.
Natural increase 1s the number of births occurring to residents of an area
less the number of deaths of residents of the area. In 1954 Geuorgia's
natural increase was 69,636. Figure 2 shows live birth and death rates,
by race, for G.orgia since 1924, The difference between the birth and
death rates 1s an estimate of the rate of natiral increase.

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Military Events

From 19M0~l949, vital events occurring on military reservetions were
not included in county figires. In 1950, those events occurring in mili-
tary reservations, 1f the reservation was listed as the usual residence,
were included in the county in which the reservation was located. Since
1950, events occurring .n military reservations are included in state
totals, but excluded from county totals. The counties affected most by
this procedure are Chattahoochee, Liberty, Muscogee, and Richmond.
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DISCUSSION OF 1954 STATISTICS

Population

It is estimated that the state pop.lation increased 6. 6% from April 1,
1950, to July L, 1954, As i1nd.cated .n Table 3 most of the increase has Laken
place within the white popitlation.

"Urban" as used here resilts in an estlmate which is less than wou.d be
obtained by us.ing the United States Census Bureau's 1950 definiticn.

Physic.ans

As of January ., 1955, there were 2,940 physicrans located in Georg.a.
Of this number, 2,436 were engaged .n private practice, 272 were institutionas
phys.c:.ans, 65 were public health physicians and 167 were retired. There were
1,469 civilian persons for each physician in private practice. County totars
for physicians in private practice are shown in Table XVI, page 89.

Marriages and Divorces

In 1954, there were 51,6956 marriages in Georgia, a decrease of 394 Ffrom
the prev.ous year. The rate in 1954 was 14.1 per 1,000 population as compared to
k.5 _n 1953. About eighty per cent of the marriages were between whilte persons.
Tab.e 4 shows 1954 Georgia marriages, by place of residence of the br.de
and groom. Approximately 38% of the persons marr.ed in Georgia were residents
of other states.

A fetal death .s déf;ned as a stilibirth of any _ength gestation.

Piaor to 1954, on.y fetal deaths of "20 or more" weeks gestat.ion were re-

corded. They were ciassified as st.libirths.

In 1954, a new procedure was .nit.ated whereby a-. fetal deaths were
recorded and su ciassified. They were grouped according to length of ges-
tation per.od. Under the 1954 procedure, the total of the two fetal death

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Live Births

A liveborn child _s one wh.ch shows evidence of Llife (breathing, heart
beat, or movement of voiuntary muscles) after complete birth.

There were 100,191 iive births recorded for Georg.a in 1954 giving a
rate of 27.3 per 100,000 population., This was the largest number of births
ever recorded .n the state. Table 6 shows i1ive birth rates since 1940,
adjusted tor .ncomprete regustration. Figure 1, page xi, illustrates the
table graphicaliy.

Birth rates for the white population are higher in urban than rural
areas, but this trend is reversed for the nonwhite population (see Tabie I,
page 1). Since 1930, nonwh.te l.ve birth rates have been consistently
higner than white live b.rth rates. In recent years the rates appear 1o
have leveled off, with nonwh.te rates remaining higher than white rates.

Approximately 81% of all births cccurred in hospitals in 1954 as com-
pared to 79% in 1953.

Immature Births /

An immature birth is defined as the birth of a iiveborn infant with a
weight of 5% lbs. (2500 grams) or iess. If weight is not specified, a iive-
born infant whose period of gestat_on is less than nine months is considered
immature.

- There were 8,382 immature births reported in 1954, resulting in a rate
of O3.7 per L,000 tive births. These figures were considerab.y higher than
those reported for the prev.ous year. Much of this increase can probably
be attributed to more complete reporting of immature births rather than a
decis.ve inecrease 1n the incidence of immaturity. Nonwhite and urban .mms -
ture birth rates were reported higher than white and rural rates, respectively.
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Births to Un-wed Mothers

On the conf:dent.al medical report of live births the quest.on is
asked: "Is mother married to father of the child?" For statistical pur -
poses, the answer "no'" indicates a birth to an unwed mother. In 195k,
there were 8,967 of these births, resulting in a rate of &9.5 per 1,000
l.ve births. These figures are the highest ever recorded for the state.
The wh.te and nonwh:te rates were 14.9 and 223.°7 per 1,000 Llive births,
respectively.

This report iists births to un-wed mothers by county in Table XV.
This .s the first year that a table showing this information has been
pubtished in this report.

Infant Deaths

An infant death is any death occurring dur.ng the first year of Life.
Three thousand, one hundred fifty-five infant deaths were recorded in Georg.a
for 1954. The white rate was 2k.3 per 1,000 live births, while the nonwh.te
rate was 4.5, Infant death rates were higher .n urban areas than in rural
areas.

Deaths from Immaturity

A death attributed to immaturity is one class.f.ed as "Tmmaturity with
ment.on of other subsidiary causes" or "TImmaturity Unguarified", sixth revi-
sion rist numbers 77h and 776 respectively.

Tmmaturity is the leading cause of infant deaths 1n the state. In 195k,
618 .nfant deaths were classified as due to immatur.ty giving a rate 6.2
per 1,000 L.ve births. Rates are higher for the nonwhite and urban popuLa-
tions than for the white and rural inhabitants respectively. Figure 3 shows
immature birth and death rates by race for G.orgia since 1924,

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In addition to the deaths from immatur.ty discussed above, 691 of the
remaining 2,537 infant deaths were assigned to other causes with mention of
immaturity. Immaturity was associated with 41.5% of all infant deaths in

195k,

Neonatali Deaths

A neonatal death is any death occurring under 28 days of age. In 1954
2,106 or 66.8% of the infant deaths occurred during the first 27 days of
1ife. The neonatal deaths and death rates were slightly higher than those
reported for iast year.

A high proportion of all neonatar deaths occur to infants under one
day of age. The rate of 10.0 per 1,000 Live births was siightly higher than
reported for .ast year. However, total neonatal deaths and deaths to infants
under one day old have shown a marked aecline since 1935. Figure 4 iilu-
strates the decline in the infant and neonatal death rate.

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Deaths all Ages

The crude death rate of 8.3 per 1,000 population in 1954 .s the lowest
ever recorded for the state. White and nonwhite rates were 7.3 and 10.7
per 1,000 population, respectively. Approximately 53% of all deaths occurred
erther during the first year of life or after age 65. Table IT shows death
rates by age, race and sex. Nonwhite rates are higher at all ages for both
sexes except in the age group 65 years and older.

As in previous years, heart disease was the leading cause of death in
195k, with a rate of 254,k per 100,000 population. This was slightly .ower
than the rate of 261.2 reported for the previous year.

Two of the ten leading causes of death in 1953 were replaced by other
causes ‘in 1954, Death due to homicides, Internationa. List Numbers Eo6L,
E980-E985, and Hypertension without Mention of Heart, International List
Numbers Whli-bh7, replaced deaths due to ill-defined and unknown causes and
general arteriosclerosis .n the ninth and tenth pos.t.ons, respectively.

Some of the other leading causes of death exchanged positions, but all
remained within the group making up the ten leading causes of death last year.
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TabLe 7 shows death rates for Georgia adjusted for age and race. The
direct method .s used with the 1950 United States population as the standard.

Age adjusted rates by race for Georgia are higher for both races thon
unadjusted rates for the state. Nonwh.te rates were increased very Little
by the adjustment, but white rates were increased considerably. This i1s &
reflection of differences in the age structure of the popuiation of Georgla
as compared with the United States.

Georgia's age-race adjusted rate 1s somewhat lower than the United
States total rate in 1950, and has decreased at a faster rate than the un-
adjusted totalr rate for the United States.

Georgla's adjusted rates are not necessar.ly comparable with any United
States rates, except 1950, because of changes in the composition of the popu-
Lation of the United States since 1950. To be comparable year by year United
States rates would also have to be adjusted to the basis of the 1950 popuia -
tion.

Maternal Deaths

A maternal death ws a death from compl.cations of pregnancy, chiidbirth,
or the puerperium. There were 106 maternal deaths reported for Georgia in
1954, The rate has dropped steadily from 52.9 per 10,000 iive births in
1940 to 10.6 _n 1954, The rates for white and nonwhite maternal deaths were
L.,8 and 21.0 respectiveiy in 1954, Rural rates are greater than those for
urban areas. Iigure 5 shows maternal death rates for Georgia since 1924,
