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INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW

A barometer of the quality of life for Georgia residents may be
partially found in the analysis of vital events. This volume presents
specific events that relate to health and well-being in Georgia,
including traditional indicators of birth, death, marriage, and divorce.
In addition, a section on population trends and a section examining
trends of life occurrences are also incorporated. Features of particu-
lar interest are the yearly trends demonstrated by the health data and

the spatial patterns of selected events illustrated by computer mapping.

We Believe this 1977 volume provides useful information for many
phases of planning, especially health planning. It is our objective,
therefore, to improve this volume continuocusly; we can only accomplish
it by knowing the needs and feelings of those who use this information.
We ask, therefore, for any comments that will help us to make future

volumes more useful.

SOURCE AND COMPLETENESS OF DATA

Georgia law requires that certificates of vital events be submitted
to the Vital Records Unit, Division of Physical Health, Department of
Human Resources. The Vital Records Unit records and preserves the
submitted documents. The Planning, Budget, and Evaluation Unit, however,

provides the tabulations, summaries, analyses, and dissemination of the



statistical information derived from the documents. The data presented
in this volume were obtained primarily from the statistical computer
tapes of Vital Records' certificates. The Planning, Budget, and

Evaluation Unit prepared the population projections.

The validity of any information is dependent upon the accuracy and
‘completeness of the reporting system. Problems such as unanswered
portions of certificates and incorrect allocations of events to urban
or rural residence have impacts on the quality of the information.

Thus, "unknown" and erroneously answered items create a bias in the data

which confounds scientific and experimental inquiry.

Table 1 amply demonstrates the need for continuous improvement in

data reporting to assure increased quality of the birth record.

The information displayed in Table 1 is available by county for

those who would like to determine the accuracy of their county's data.

Allocation of events by residence should be carefully reviewed if an

individual is analyzing urban and rural differences; otherwise, this

variation will present little difficulty in data analysis.

DEFINITIONS

This report utilizes many terms and technical connotations that must

be defined to facilitate meaningful interpretation of the data. The list

of terms and technical notes which follow should prove useful:

Live births and fetal deaths.

If the age-specific fertility rates for
all ages are added and multiplied by the
intervals into which the ages are grouped,
the result is a total fertility rate. The
resulting figure is an estimate of the
number of children a cohort of 1,000 women
would have if, during their reproductive
years, they reproduced at the rates
represented by the age-specific fertility
rates from which the total fertility rate
is computed.

If a hypothetical group of 1,000 women were to
have the same birth rates in each age group observed
in the actual childbearing population in 1977, they
would have a total of 1,802.0 children by the time
they had reached the end of the childbearing period
(taken here as age 50), if all survived; or each
woman would have an average of 1.8 children in her
lifetime.

- ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

The information found in the tables and figures in this volume is
tabulated for Georgia residents by county of usual residence, except
for the marriage and divorce data. Marriages are tabulated by county

of application and divorces by county in which the decree was granted.

By no means is this published report exhaustive. The basic
premise is to present information that is most often requested and most
often needed by health planners. Additionally, many comparisons of
data are made with national indicators. If further data are required,

PERSPECTIVE ON 1977

The exhaustive analysis of vital events to determine trends of life
occurrences can provide the framework of a perspective for making
inferences pertinent to growth and change in a population. Understanding
the factors that influence these trends, in terms of life style,
environment, human biology, and health care delivery, may promote renewed
interest in each and affect the ability to alter destructive trends
leading to death and disability. By encouraging positive alterations in
the factors influencing the trends of life occurrences, it may be possible
to decrease still further certain trends with a history of decline and
even reverse the upward trends of some major cripplers and killers.
Through observation of these trends, we will first be able to determine
any impact we may have in improving the overall health status of
Georgians. Thus, the trends become general indicators of the population's

health status.

In examining the trends of life occurrences, one must consider

several things:

1. The changes that society undergoes are reflected in

marriage, divorce, birth, and death rates.

2. Dramatic changes rarely occur in the trends of major

1life occurrences. Only over a period of time do



general trends, either upward or downward, become

evident.

A sudden change in the overall trend should be viewed
skeptically until data for succeeding years
corroborate the change. For example, the decline in
the 1975 death rate did not continue into 1976 and
1977. 1In fact, little significant change is evident

when death rates are observed over time.

The impact of life style and environment is evident in
the leading causes of death. Many, if-not most, of

the cancers are closely linked to environment, whereas
heart disease, stroke, and accidents are closely tied

to life style.

The ability to make an additional impact upon many life
occurrences may necessitate a reorientation to how
specific problems are attacked. TFor instance, maternal
and infant mortality has declined dramatically from the
early part of the Twentieth Century. Yet many of the
leading causes of death have failed to decline. An

even further reduction in infant mortality may require
reorientation to the traditional concepts of infant care,
since infants in extremely high risk account for a great

percentage of infant deaths.



This section presents an overview and summary of significant trends
in vital events for 1977 that are important to the establishment of a
perspective for examining the dynamics of Georgia's health status and

health-related events.

AVERAGE DAILY EVENTS IN GEORGIAs 1977

Figure 1 provides an overview of the vital events occurring each day
in Georgia. Since 1974, numerical changes have occurred in several
categories. The daily average number of births declined steadily in the
period, 1974-76, but surged upward in 1977: 229 in 1974, 219 in 1975, 217
in 1976, and 231 in 1977. Total births for 1977 increased by 780 (0.9%)
over 1974 births and by 5,150 (6.5%) from 1976 to 1977. The daily average
number of deaths declined from 118 in 1974 to 113 in 1975 but increased to
114 in 1976 and to 117 in 1977. Thus, total deaths increased by 1,154

(2.8%) from 1976 to 1977 and by 1,463 (3.5%) from 1975 to 1977.

TRENDS OF LIFE OCCURRENCES

1. Population Trends since 1970
a. The population under one year of age increased by 7.17%, to

93,000 (Table 2).

b. The age group 15-24 increased by 12%, and the age group 25-34

increased by 35.27%.

c. Representing 9.1% of the total population, the age group over

65 increased by 23.6%.

After a general birth rate decline since the 1940s, with a
record low of 15.9 in 1976, the 1977 birth rate rose to 16.8

per 1,000 population (Figure 2).

The greatest increase in live birth rates occurred in the

30-34 age group (8.0%).

The average age of a mother at the birth of her child was
24.0 years. For the white population, the average age was

24,5 years; for the black population, 23.0 years.

An average of 1.8 births occurred per woman of childbearing
age. In the black population, the average births per woman

equaled 2.4; for the white population, 1.6 births per woman.

Immature birth rates dropped drastically in 1974 but returned

to the overall trend in 1975-77 (Figure 3).

The rate for live births to unwed mothers increased from

115.4 (per 1,000 live births) in 1970 to 141.2 in 1977.

3. Fetal Death Trends

a.

Fetal deaths have increased dramatically since 1973, the year
abortion laws were liberalized in Georgia. The fetal death

rate increased 16.47 in 1977.

Of the 30,264 fetal deaths occurring in 1977, induced abortioms

accounted for 26,290 (86.8%). (See Figures 4 and 5.)

Maternal

a.

Induced abortions (26,290) increased by 17.6%, representing

an average increase of 11 per day.

Spontaneous abortions (3,974) increased by 9.6%, an average

of one per day.

and Infant Mortality Trends
Although maternal and infant neonatal death rates had
declined continually since 1950, these rates increased in

1977 (Figures 6, 7, and 8).
Maternal deaths increased by 18.77%.

Of the 19 maternal deaths reported in 1977, seven were caused
by accidents other than motor vehicle and five by diseases

and conditions occurring during pregnancy or puerperium.

The infant death rate increased from 15.9 (per 1,000 live
births) to 16.9 in 1977. Likewise, the actual number of

infant deaths increased from 1,259 in 1976 to 1,428 in 1977.

The largest single cause of infant deaths was anoxic and
hypoxic conditions (ICDA 776), accounting for 23.0% of all
infant deaths. The second major cause was congenital anoma-

lies (ICDA 740-759), representing 16.1%7 of all infant deaths.

Infant death rates for immaturity (per 1,000 immature births)
have decreased steadily: 73.7 in 1954; 19.5 in 1974; 13.8

in 1975; 13.1 in 1976; and 12.8 in 1977 (Table 3).

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Deaths occurring within the first 28 days of life accounted
for 65.5% of all infant deaths. Deaths occurring within the

first day of life accounted for 34.87%.

5. Mortality Trends

a.

The number of deaths increased from 41,626 in 1976 to 42,745
in 1977, or 2.7% (Table 3). The death rate (per 1,000

population) increased from 8.4 in 1976 to 8.5 in 1977. The
rate remained 8.0 for whites but increased from 9.6 to 10.1

for blacks (Figure 9).

In 1977, the average ages at death of the white and black
population were as follows: white males, 61.71; white females,

69.69; black males, 55.57; black females, 60.65. These

averages have increased since 1970, when the average ages at

death were: white males, 59.97; white females, 66.88; black

males, 51.50; black females, 56.15.

Deaths from heart disease (14,993), motor vehicle accidents
(1,461), all other accidents (1,536), and birth injuries (674)

increased in 1977. Stroke deaths, however, decreased to 4,995.

Deaths from cancer increased from 7,136 in 1976 to 7,487 in

1977.

Deaths due to diseases of the respiratory system increased

from 1,246 in 1976 to 1,355 in 1977.

Deaths due to influenza and pneumonia (1,348) have coentinued

to increase since 1974.

g. Motor vehicle accidents replaced influenza and pneumonia as

the fifth leading cause of death.

6. Marriage Trends
a. Marriage rates began to decline in 1973 but turned upward in

1977 (Figure 10).

b. The number of marriages increased from 65,950 in 1976 to

67,388 in 1977.

c. The greatest number of marriages per month occurred in June,

amounting to 10.8% of all marriages.
d. The average age of brides was 25.4 and of grooms, 28.4.

e. Of the 67,388 marriages, 31.87% of grooms and 30.7% of brides

were previously married.

f. The marriage rate per 1,000 population increased from 13.3 in

1976 to 13.4 in 1977.

7. Divorce Trends
a. Divorce rates decreased slightly from 6.3 per 1,000 population

in 1976 to 6.2 in 1977 (Figure 11).

b. In 1977, the leading grounds for divorce were marriages

irretrievably broken (78%) and cruel treatment (17%).

c. At the time of divorce, the median age of the wife was 30.0

and of the husband, 32.9.

SUMMARY

Vital and health data should be analyzed for interrelationships and
distribution patterns to create a basis for planning. Birth, marriage,
and divorce rates and fetal deaths from induced abortioms provide .
indicators of changes occurring in life styles. The various mortality
rates may provide indications of both changes in life style and the effects
that health promotion programs may be having. Through a critical examina-
tion of these trends, we can determine past impact and future direction in
the attempt to improve the health status of Georgia's citizens. Needs are
evident when health-threatening occurrences are not declining; on the other
hand, potential benefits may be accruing from various programs when these
rates are declining. Through careful analysis of these trends, it will be
possible to allocate resources to areas having the greatest potential for

change.

In the sections that follow, each of the life occurrences is
presented in a variety of tabular and graphic forms, including maps of the
spatial distribution among Georgia's counties. These tables and graphs
provide valuable input for health planners and decision makers in terms of

identifying need groups and allocating resources to these groups.
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POPULATION DYNAMICS

Three major events govern population changes: births, deaths, and
migration. The death rate tends to remain fairly constant over time,
whereas the birth rate shows greater variability. Migration tends to be

difficult to evaluate on a continuous basis.

The difference between the number of births and deaths is known as
the rate of natural increase. As the death rate has remained constant
over the past 22 years, the rate of natural increase reflects the birth
rate. Figure 12 shows that the birth rate has been generally declining
since 1949, except for a small increase in 1970. After 1970, the actual
number of births declined until 1977. The 1977 increase may indicate a
gradual change in the age at which women give birth. The children born
in the "baby boom" after World War II have moved out of the usual
reproductive period as they reached their 30s. It is interesting to note
that the greatest increase in live birth rates occurred in the 30-34 age
group (an 8% increase). Furthermore, a decrease in the number of offspring
because of shorter reproduction periods also results from this trend and

contributes to the overall decline in live birth rates.

The information in this section reflects the population trends most

pertinent to health care planning in Georgia.

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INFANT AND MATERNAL MORTALITY

In this section, maternal and infant mortality is addressed in both
graphic and tabular form. The tables on infant deaths include the
subdivision of ages needed for comparison with the fetal death figures
in computing perinatal mortality. Caution should be used, however, in
making time studies or comparisons to previous years of maternal or infant
mortality, since recent studies indicated a problem of underreporting in

these areas.
